STATEMENT OF PHILOSOPHY  
 

At Noahôs Ark Daycare we offer a quality early childhood education 
program.  This program includes a stimulating environment with  
activities that provide opportunities for the growth and development 
of each child physically, socially, emotionally, intellectually, and  
spiritually.  
 

PHYSICALLY  
Our program provides space, equipment and activities to help your 
child develop gross motor and fine motor skills as well as balance, 
agility and coordination. 
 

SOCIALLY  
Taking turns, respecting others and sharing are necessary social 
skills for your child to develop.  We provide experience for them to 
do this by peer interaction and one-on-one child-teacher and group  
interaction. 
 

EMOTIONALLY  
We encourage children to express their feelings.  Since childhood 
is a time filled with emotions, we feel it is important to let children 
know they can express their feelings, both negative and positive, 
and help equip them with the tools to do this in appropriate ways. 
 

INTELLECTUALLY  
Intellectual development is crucial in early childhood.  Our program 
provides intellectual stimulation through age-appropriate teachings 
by giving the children opportunities to explore numbers, grasp   
spatial concepts, practice phonics, recognize colors and shapes, 
increase speech and language skills, and more. 
 

SPIRITUALLY  
At Noahôs Ark, we recognize and strive to meet each childôs need 
for spiritual development.  Basic Biblical concepts are taught using 
a Christian curriculum and reinforced daily through various media,  
including Bible stories, songs, Bible verses and prayer before 
meals and snacks.  Christian staff help to portray good role models 
for your child in an atmosphere of love, forgiveness and              
understanding.  It is a top priority in our program.

Enrollment Deposit:  2 Weeks Tuition Fees and Materials/Activity Fee.      

Tuition is applied in full to your childôs first two weeks of care and is           non

-refundable.  Your child is considered enrolled upon payment and          comple-

tion of paperwork.

Late Pick Up (after 6:00pm):  $1.00 per child per minute (or any part thereof) 

Late Payment:   $10.00 each Thursday for balances of $100 or greater 

Returned Check:   $20.00 

Refund of Credit Balance:  $5.00 Administrative Fee 

Field Trips and Special Events: Varies depending upon admission cost.  Usually free - $5 

Roo Summer Activities Fee:  $60.00 or 3 monthly installments of $20.  Non- 

    refundable. 

Materials/Activities Fee:  $30.00 each September, and $20 for each additional child.  

    Non-refundable. 

Summer Withdrawal:  A 2-week non-refundable deposit is required to guarantee 

    Fall Enrollment. 

Proximity Card:   $10 deposit per card, refundable in full for cards returned 

    in good condition. 

 

Multiple Child Discounts:   highest discount applies to oldest child.  2nd child ï 10% 

discount.  3rd child ï 15% discount 

 

When are payments due?  All fees are due in advance of care given.  You may 

choose from the payment schedules listed below.  If at a later date you wish to 

change your payment schedule, please consult the office. 
 

 
*Monthly invoicing is figured by taking the weekly tuition rate times 4.33 (52 weeks in a year, 

divided by 12 months).  Semi-monthly invoices are figured by taking the monthly rate divided by 

two.

Where do I make payments?  Place it in the locked box on the wall inside the 

daycare office.  Give cash directly to an office staff and obtain a receipt.  Noahôs 

Ark is not responsible for cash payment claims not validated by receipt. 
 

Are tuition fees based on enrollment or attendance?  Fees are based solely on 

the enrollment time we have reserved for your child.  If your child is absent, you 

are still responsible for your regular payment.  If you need to adjust your reserva-

tion times (from your enrollment form) please contact the office to do so.  If your 

child is scheduled to be here in excess of their regularly reserved times, addi-

tional fees may apply (i.e.: non-school days). 
 

What are the hours of operation?  Generally, Monday thru Friday, 6:30am to 

6:00pm.  We are closed for the following holidays:  New Yearôs Day, Memorial 

Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, the day after Thanksgiving, 

Christmas Eve at 1:00pm and Christmas Day.  Holidays that fall on a Saturday 

will be observed the preceding Friday and holidays falling on a Sunday will be 

observed the following Monday.  Regular tuition rates still apply.  The daycare 

may also need to close for ñsnow daysò as outlined in our Parent Handbook.  

Regular tuition applies for the first two snow days of the calendar year.  In the 

case of three or more, tuition will be credited for those days. 
 

How do I terminate my childôs enrollment?  Per your enrollment agreement, 

you must give Noahôs Ark a minimum of 2-weeks written notice.  You are re-

sponsible for tuition charges during that 2-week period regardless of attendance. 
 

Do I receive any ñvacation timeò for my child?  After 12 consecutive months 

of enrollment, you are eligible for one free week of tuition per calendar year, 

regardless of your childôs attendance that week.  The free week is credited at 

your most common invoice amount (i.e.: School-agers vacation week is based 

off their school year rate ï not summer). 
 

When are fees reviewed and adjustments made?  Fees may be adjusted at any 

time, with a 4-week notice from Noahôs Ark.  Typically, adjustments are only 

necessary at the beginning of each calendar year and do not exceed 5%.
